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About This Report
Thank you for participating in the National Study of
Learning, Voting, and Engagement (NSLVE). Since
NSLVE’s launch in 2013, more than 1,000 colleges
and universities have signed up to receive their
voting rates for the 2012, 2014 and 2016 elections.
Along with others, your institution’s participation in
this study has allowed us to build a robust database
of nearly 30 million college student records, about
10 million for each election year, that serve as a
foundation for innovative research on college
student political learning and engagement in
democracy.

NSLVE is a signature initiative of the Institute for
Democracy and Higher Education (IDHE) at the
Tisch College of Civic Life, Tufts University. The
mission of IDHE is to shift college and university
priorities and culture to advance political learning,
agency, and equity. We achieve our mission
through research, resource development, technical
assistance, and advocacy.

About the Data
The voter registration and voting rates in this report
reflect the percentage of your institution's students
who were eligible to vote and who actually voted in
the 2012 and 2016 elections. These results are
based on enrollment records your institution
submitted to the National Student Clearinghouse
(FERPA-blocked records excluded) and publicly
available voting files collected by Catalist.

We use an estimated number of non-resident aliens
based on IPEDS data to account for non-resident
aliens in calculations of overall voting rates, but are
unable to do so for voting rates by student
characteristics. We also cannot adjust for resident
aliens or undocumented students. This may result in
your institution’s actual voting rate being higher than
we report. To calculate that percentage, and to read
more about NSLVE data, see our FAQ on Campus
Reports.

Along with others, your institution’s
participation in this study has helped us build a robust database
for research on more than 10 million de-identified student
records for each election year.

NSLVE is a signature initiative of the Institute for Democracy
and Higher Education (IDHE) at Tufts University's Jonathan M.
Tisch College of Civic Life. IDHE is an applied research center
focused on college and university student political learning and
participation in democracy. IDHE researchers study voting,
campus conditions for political learning and discussion, closing
equity gaps in participation, and increasing student agency and
participation. We accomplish our goals through research,
resource development, assisting institutions and the higher
education community, and advocacy.

About the Data

The voter registration and voting rates in this report reflect the
percentage of your institution's students who were eligible to
vote and voted in the 2012 and 2016 elections. These results
are based on enrollment records your institution submitted to
the National Student Clearinghouse (Clearinghouse) and
publicly available voting files collected by L2. We exclude
FERPA-blocked records. (For exceptions for campuses with
disproportionately high numbers of FERPA blocked students,
see our Campus Reports FAQ (link below).

If this report does not contain race/ethnicity and/or gender data,
please ask your registrar to complete the “race/ethnicity”
submission for the Clearinghouse. Be sure to flag “non-resident
aliens” (the government’s technical term for non-citizen
international students) so that we can provide a more accurate
count for your “eligible voters.”

The institutional voting rates reported on page 3 are adjusted by
deducting an estimated number of students identified by each
institution as non-resident aliens (NRAs) and reported to the
Integrated Postsecondary Education Data System (IPEDS). For
breakdowns by student characteristics in subsequent pages of
the report, we cannot consistently adjust for students who are
ineligible to vote: non-resident aliens (NRAs), resident aliens,
undocumented students, and students who have been
disenfranchised due to a felony conviction. For this study, these
terms are used as defined by IPEDS.

As a result of the adjustment challenges, your institution’s actual
voting rate may be higher than we report. If you have access to
more complete data for students who are ineligible to vote, you
may recalculate your rates by using the Recalculation Tool -
https://idhe.tufts.edu/nslve-recalculation-tool.

Some NSLVE institutions do report the counts of NRA students
to NSC. When this number is comparable to the counts reported
in IPEDS, we remove the counts of these students from all our
calculations.
