Green River College has 7,493 students. 41% of students identify as White students, 59%
identify as of color. We are primarily an in state college 10% of students are international
students. 11% of our students are Running Start (dual enrolled high school) students. 24% are
first generation, 32% are parents, 54% are female, 32% worked. 21 is the current median age.
Green River College has authorized NSLVE.
Goals:
Our campus democratic engagement goals are:

1. Use 2022 as a baseline for our voter data, as a new campus to NSLVE, and set specific

growth goals based on our 2022 turnout. Increase voter turnout by 5% in 2024.
2. Increase voter registration rate by 5% in 2024.

Strategy:

Green River College will implement these strategies to increase nonpartisan democratic
engagement and student voter participation.

Host multiple tabling opportunities to focus on engagement of students and voter registration
both prior to the November 8th deadline and throughout the year(s).

We will participate in National Voter Registration day in 2023 and 2024.

Post messages to all students to include how to research for their ballot, how to register, the
importance of voting, and why non-presidential elections are important.

We will evaluate our action plan in the following ways:

We will use the 2022 NSLVE data as a baseline to see where our efforts need to be buffered.
We will also look at our schedule of events from this year and see how we can tweak, add or
subtract for a larger impact.
