The Student Union and Intercultural Center will observe Constitution Day and Voter 

Registration Day on Tuesday, September 19th. At this event, we will place an emphasis on 

voter rights enshrined in the Constitution by asking students to identify who “we the people” 

are and what they want to see to work towards a “more perfect union.”  

We will host an in-person event to encourage voter registration. The event will include guest 

speakers, opportunities for questions and answers, and links to resources for further voter 

education.  

An email will be sent to all students with a link to the voter registration form.  

We will also engage students throughout National Voter Education Week from October 2-

6,2023. With events, emails and interactions for the following days for the week:  

Monday: Register to vote or Check your registration status 
Tuesday: Request your mail-in ballot 
Wednesday: Make a plan to vote 
Thursday: Learn about what’s on the ballot 
Friday: Level up your voting engagement  
 
KCC will continue to use work study students to serve as Engage the Election student workers 
to have a presence on campus on a regular basis to engage in voter registration.  

In addition to these efforts, election information, polling site locators, sample ballots, and 

information regarding early voting will be made available to students via email, text in the 

weeks leading up to elections.  

The Office of Access-Ability will offer assistance to students with disabilities in completing voter 

registration forms and transmitting the forms to the Board of Elections.
